Founded in 1972, the Friends of
Worthington Libraries is the oldest
library Friends organization in Franklin
County.

The mission of the Friends is to
increase the use and awareness of
Worthington Libraries, to advocate for
strong public funding of the Library
and to provide financial support to
enhance library services and programs.

In the late 1990s, the Friends provided
both financial support and volunteer
assistance during the construction of
Northwest Library and the renovation
of Old Worthington Library.

The Friends helped the Library pass its
first operating levy in 1992 and its
second in 2005. A portion of Friends
income supported the operating costs
of these critical levies.
