There is a general story followed by color-coded, uniguely lined sections
for different parts of the library:

= B8 Red dotted line is about the children’s area.

- Blue dashed line is about the adult area.

Feel free to omit pages or sections as necessary to make the story as
useful as it can be for the reader. For example, if the reader would be
most interested in teen services, they might want to skip the red and
blue color-coded sections.
